The DID-E beams are
equipped with a complete extract air system at the factory (plenum, removable
grill) which means that they meet the planning requirements of the site. Nothing
has been left to chance: the VFL regulators, which function when more than 30
pa of pressure is present, make it possible to reduce the operating pressure of
the handling units for consistently improved savings on the operating costs.
